Dear Mr. Fekula,
The Moscow Center of Children's Maxillofacial Surgery would like to thank you and the Russian Children’s Welfare Society for the on-going support provided to the patients of the Center under the program "Give Beauty Back to the Children."
In 2011, the Russian Children’s Welfare Society granted a total of 1 238 240 rubles ($40,000) to the Center; in addition to it, 15 356 257 rubles ($498,579) were raised with the help of the Kommersant’s Russian Aid Foundation. As of November 30, 2011, 118 children with maxillofacial deformities received treatment (diagnosis, the most complex surgeries, after treatment rehabilitation) thanks to this project.
Part of the funds was used for new technologies development. The medical professionals from the Moscow Center of Children's Maxillofacial Surgery in cooperation with the group of scientists and doctors from different scientific-medical organizations developed new “Classification of Vascular Structures of the Maxillofacial and Neck Areas of Children”.
New methods and approaches were developed in the treatment of children with various types of vascular formations (so-called children's hemangioma). The treatment technologies were adopted from French specialists, who discovered the effect of the drug Propranalol to accelerate the process of involution in children with vascular diseases (“children’s hemangiomas”). Since 2009, the treatment generated excellent results at the Moscow Center of Children's Maxillofacial Surgery. It is considered to be the first in the world minimally invasive technique of percutaneous radiofrequency ablation of vascular malformations (in the process of getting a license). This method enables us to provide services to the patients who used to be considered non-operable.

The financial support granted by the Russian Children’s Welfare Society continues to help us provide highly skilled medical care to patients, using new technologies and supplies.

We are looking forward to future cooperation.
